Do mobile phones need a base station?

Mobile phones and other mobile devices require a network of base stations in
order to function. The base station antennas transmit and receive RF (radio
frequency) signals, or radio waves, to and from mobile phones near the base
station. Without these radio waves, mobile communications would not be
possible.

Are residents living near cellular phone base stations at risk?

This study shows that inhabitants living nearby mobile phone base stations
are at risk for developing non specific health symptoms, the facing position
appears to be the worst one for distances from cellular phone base stations
<100 m.

Why do we need more base station antennas?

As the number of mobile devices in a community grows, more base stations
are needed. For that reason, more antennas are needed in such crowded
locations as shopping malls where there are many mobile phone users.
However, the shorter the distance between base station antennas, the lower
the output power of each antenna.

How much exposure can a radio base station have?
On the ground, in houses, and other places where people reside, the exposure
levels from radio base stations are normally below 1 percent of the limits.

Only in the close vicinity of the antennas can the exposure limits sometimes
be exceeded.
