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Overview

What is the average mobile connection speed in Cuba?

Between June 2023 and June 2024, Cuba recorded an average mobile
connection speed of 4.13 Mbps, ranking below countries like Myanmar (5.09
Mbps) and Bolivia (10.75 Mbps). 

Does Cuba have a 3G network?

Yes, the connection is slow and poor. Even state sources told Granma in
August 2024 that 87.53% of Cubans access the 3G network due to
geographical limitations, while only half the population can connect to 4G.

In recent days, the announcement of new internet rates to take effect in 2025
has generated uncertainty among Cubans who access the service controlled
by the government’s telecommunications monopoly.

Does Cuba have a good internet connection?

In terms of fiber optics, Cuba was last worldwide, with 2.93 Mbps recorded
between November 2023 and November 2024—a speed even surpassed by
Syria (3.40 Mbps), according to the Speedtest Global Index. These speeds
hinder basic browsing activities, as IPS noted.
